Church Council Weighs Budget Concerns — At their monthly meeting this past week, the
Church Council was informed that the overall operating deficit of our congregation has
increased since the end of May to $165,000. Due to our continuing “Operating Debt”, the
following changes in our ministry plan may need to be considered by the Boards and
Leaders of St. Matthew’s in the near future:

Increased tuition costs for our school families

Reductions in salaries and benefits for Called and hired staff

Elimination of postions among our Called and hired staff

Reduction in our congregational support of Lakeside Lutheran High School
Reduction in our congregational support of our Wisconsin Synod

Reduction in our congregational support of students attending one of our Synod’s
Ministerial Education schools (“Workers Training Subsidy”)

Please give prayerful consideration of your on-going support of the Gospel Ministry among
us here at St. Matthew’s, asking God the Holy Spirit to bless us in our faith and in our
outreach as we continue in the Means of Grace.
