We Welcome You!  Ñ  Visitors, we extend our sincere greeting and to those who seek a 
church home, we offer fellowship with the living Savior. Please introduce yourself to Pastor 
Schultz, Pastor Schmidt and to others.  We ask that everyone please sign our attendance 
record found in each pew during the offering.  Please take a moment to greet one another 
and worship with us again soon. 

Please note that crying children can be quieted in the Fireside Room, where you can 
observe the service on our TV monitor or in the Parents Room located in the church 
basement. 

 
We celebrate the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper today.  In his Word, God 
makes it clear that Holy Communion is to be shared by people of a common 
proclamation of faith (1 Corinthians 11:26; 1 Corinthians 10:16-17).  So without 
judging anyoneÕs hearts, we invite those who share in our confession by their 

membership in our congregation or another congregation of the Wisconsin Evangelical 
Lutheran Synod (WELS) or the Evangelical Lutheran Synod (ELS) and who are properly 
prepared (1 Corinthians 11:27-29) to receive the Sacrament.  See the front of the Hymnal, 
page 156, for a guide for preparation. 

Guests, we would love to have you attend. Please speak with one of the pastors 
about instruction in our Christian faith and this Sacrament so you will be ready to partake of 
this wonderful meal in full unity with us after that instruction. Thank you for respecting the 
way we celebrate the Lord's Supper in our congregations.  
 
Distribution As we receive the Sacrament today weÕll stand in front of the pews with 7 on a 
side.  WeÕll begin with the center aisle at the usherÕs direction. Communicants proceed to 
the front down the center aisle and turn towards the side aisle to stand in groups of 7 and 
return to their pew down the side aisle. After the first several groups have communed, at the 
usherÕs direction, the choir loft goes to the back of church and up the left side of the center 
aisle. Balcony communicants go up the left of the center aisle. South pews go to the back of 
church and up the right side of the center aisle. Non-alcoholic wine, light in color, is in the 
center of the tray. Please reserve it for those who will be using it for health reasons. 

 

Focus of Worship Ñ  To encourage growth in the Christian knowledge and faith, we 
maintain the rite of Confirmation in our Lutheran Church. As the catechumens publicly 
profess the one true faith, the Christian congregation, entrusted with the Word and 
Sacraments, invites them to receive the LordÕs Supper, assured that the catechumens are 
able to receive the Sacrament to their blessing and as an expression of unity in faith. YouÕll 
grow in GodÕs grace and knowledge as you hear the Scriptural truth our students confess.

The Scripture Lesson                                                                       Revelation 7:9-17 
After this I looked and there before me was a great multitude that no one could count, from 
every nation, tribe, people and language, standing before the throne and in front of the  
Lamb. They were wearing white robes and were holding palm branches in their hands. And 
they cried out in a loud voice: "Salvation belongs to our God, who sits on the throne, and to 
the Lamb."
