Lesson 17 - Gerunds and Gerund Phrases Name ____________

A special line called a standard is used for gerunds.  The standard is placed where it belongs in the 
sentence.  Then the gerund is written on the curved “steps” of the standard.  Remember that a 
gerund is used as a noun (subject or object).  Modifiers extend down from the steps.

Example

Gardening in the winter takes careful planning and hard work.
